
 



(1) Blind, Low Vision, (2) Deaf, Hard of Hearing, (3) One Arm, One Leg, One Arm and One Leg, Both Arms, Both Legs, Leprosy 
Cured, Dwarfism, Acid Attack Victim, Muscular Dystrophy, (4) Mental Illness, (5) Multiple Disabilities involving (1) to (4) above. 



Possess a degree in at least the Second Class of a Statutory University;   AND

Possess two years post graduate diploma or degree in Social Work or Social Welfare Administration of a 
recognised University or Institute or Second Class post graduate Diploma or degree in Social Work or 
Social Welfare Administration of a recognised University.  

Provided further that preference may be given to candidates who -  

xperience in Social Welfare Department or who have experience in a responsible 
capacity in a field of Social Welfare or Backward Class Welfare or both:  or 
 Have made special contribution to social welfare including Backward Class welfare which can be 
substantiated by evidence. 

Notwithstanding anything contained in clause 9.1(1) above if at any state of selection, the Commission is of the opinion that 
sufficient number of candidates possessing the requisite higher basic academic qualification are not available to fill up the 
vacancies reserved for candidates belonging to Schedule Caste, Schedule Tribes, Denotified Tribes or Nomadic Tribes, then 
the Commission may, in the matter of such selection, relax the requirement of the class of the degree set out therein, and select 
suitable candidate belonging to such Caste or Tribes to fill up such vacancies.
