B. Terms and Conditions:

3. After, satisfactory completion of such period/tenure of two 
years, the further term may be extended up to the period of 
three years or upto the age of sixty-five years of the 
applicant, whichever is earlier, subject to the approval of 
the Hon’ble Executive Chairman, MSLSA, Mumbai.

4. Any decision taken by the Hon’ble Executive Chairman, 
MSLSA, Mumbai, in connection with the post of Member 
and/or the Permanent Lok-Adalat, shall be final and 
binding on the Chairman, Members etc. of the Permanent 
Lok-Adalat.

6. The member ceasing to hold office in the Permanent Lok
